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This booklet sets out the reasons why innovation in pedagogy is needed in order to 
inspire young people, and enable all of them confidently to meet the challenges of 
the 21st Century. It argues that some key emergent (and some well-known) practices, 
taken together, might transform learners’ (and teachers’) experience of schooling. 
Learning Futures proposes a way of thinking about these approaches. It is offered both 
as a contribution to the increasingly urgent debate and it also issues an invitation to 
secondary schools wishing to develop and extend their work in this direction more 
profoundly, to engage with the Learning Futures project, commencing in 2008.
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
